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These Articles of Incorporation are executed for the purpose of forming a
nonprofit corporation pursuant to the provisions of the Michigan Nonprofit Corporation Act
being Act 162, Public Acts of 1982, as amended.

ARTICLE I

NAME OF CORPORATION
The name of this corporation is Oakdale Neighborsy
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CORPORATE PURPOSES

‘The corporation is formed for charitable purposes within the meaning of Section
501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code. Oakdale Neighbors is a Michigan nonprofit corporation
which will apply to be exempt from Federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal
Revenue Code. The general purpose of the corporation shall be to aid residents (the "Residents")
of central-city neighborhoods (the "Neighborhoods™) which are located in Grand Rapids,
Michigan and which are characterized by relatively high concentrations of unemployment, low
family incomes and substandard housing and other conditions. The purposes of the corporation
shall be as follows:

()  To encourage Christ-centered counseling and relationships for the
Residents. .

(b)  To address the social, economic, psychological, physical, and
spiritual needs in the Neighborhoods.

(c)  To rebuild community in the Neighborhoods through:

(i) helping the Neighborhoods reclaim their voice in
community systems such as police, fire, social services, streets and sanitation;

(i)  helping the Residents to become a community of
stakeholders;

(iii) helping the Neighborhoods develop their economic
viability; and

(@) To model and promote reconciliation with and among the
Residents.

The corporation may engage in any activity in connection with the above-stated
purposes for which a nonprofit corporation may be organized under the Michigan Nonprofit
Corporation Act. However, this corporation shall not carry on any other activities not permitted
to be carried on (a) by a corporation exempt from federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3)
of the Internal Revenue Code, or (b) by a corporation to which contributions are deductible
under Section 170(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code.

The corporation has not been formed for pecuniary profit or gain. No part of the
assets, income or profit of the corporation will inure to the benefit of officers or directors.
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for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set
forth in this Article I.

No substantial part of the activities of the corporation shall be the carrying on of
propaganda or otherwise attempting to influence legislation. The corporation shall not partici-
pate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political
campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.

Upon dissolution of the corporation, the directors shall, after paying or making
provision for the payment of all of the liabilities of the corporation, distribute all the assets of
the corporation to organizations chosen by the directors which axe tax exempt under Section
501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

Any reference in this Article II to a provision of the Internal Revenue Code shall
refer to that provision in the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, or the corresponding provision of
any future United States internal revenue law.

ARTICLE II
ORGANIZATION AND FINANCING
Q The corporation shall be organized on a nonstock, directorship basis.
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i The corporation does not own any real or personal property at the present time.
The corporation shall be funded by contributions, donations, grants and bequests
from individuals and organizations, public and private.
ARTICLE IV

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ARTICLE V

ARTICLE VI

LIMITED LIABILITY FOR DIRECTORS

4 volunteer cirector of the corporation shall not be personally liable to the
corporation or its members for monetary damages for a breach of the volunteer director’s
fiduciary duty, except for liability for any of the following: -

(@) A breach of the volunteer director’s duty of loyalty to the
corporation or its members;

(b)  Acts or omissions not in good faith or that involve intentional
misconduct or a knowing violation of law;

(¢) A violation of Section 551(l) of the Michigan Nonprofit
Corporation Act;

(d) A transaction from which the volurteer director derived an
improper personal benefit;

(e)  Anact or omission occurring before the date this document is filed;

()  Anact or omission that is grossly negligent.

The corporation shall assume all liability to any person other than the corporation
or its members for claims for monetary damages for a breach of a volunteer director's duty in his
or her capacity as a volunteer director and the volunteer director shall not be personally liable
to such persons for monetary damages, except for liability for any of the following:

(@ A breach of the volunteer director's duty of loyalty to the
corporation or its members;
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()  Acts of omissions not in good faith or that involve intentional
misconduct or 2 knowing violation of the law;

(c) A violation of Section 551(1) of the Michigan Nonprofit
Corporation Act;

(d) A transaction from which the volunteer director derived an
improper personal benefit;

(e)  Anact or omission occurring before the date this document is filed;
or

() Anzct or omission that is grossly negligent.

For purposes of this Article VI, "volunteer director” means a director who does
not receive anything of value from the corporation for serving as a director other than reasonable
per diem compensation and reimbursement for actual, reasonable, and necessary expenses
incurred by a director in his or her capacity as a director.

Any repeal, modification or adoption of any provisions in these Articles of
Incorporation inconsistent with this Article VI shall not adversely affect any right or protection
of a volunteer director of the corporation existing at the time of such repeal, modification, or
adoption. -

ARTICLE VI

LIMITED LIABILITY FOR NONDIRECTOR VOLUNTEERS
The corporation shall assume the liability for all acts or omissions of a nondirector

volunteer of the corporation (2 "Nondirector Vohuteer”) occurring on or after the effective date
of this Article if all of the following are met:

(@)  The Nondirector Volunteer was acting or reasonably believed he
or she was acting within the scope of his or her authority.

(b)  The Nondirector Volunteer was acting in good faith.

(c)  The Nondirector Volunteer's conduct did not amount to gross
negligence or willful and wanton misconduct,
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(¢)  The Nondirector Volunteer's conduct Wwas not a tort arising out of
the ownership, maintenance, or use of a motor vehicle for which tort lisbility may be
imposed as provided in MCLA § 500.3135.

For purposes of this Article VII, a "Nondirector Volunteer” means an individual,
other than a volunteer director, performing services for a nonprofit corporation who does not

receive compensation or any other type of consideration for the services other than
reimbursement for expenses actually incurred.

If the Michigan Nonprofit Corporation Act is amended after this Article has been
adopled to authorize cerporate action to further eliminate or limit the personal liability of
Nondirector Volunteers, then the liability of a Non-director Volunteer for the corporation shall
be eliminated or limited to the fullest extent permitted by the Nonprofit Corporation Act, as
amended.

Any repeal, modification or adoption of any provision in these Articles of

Association inconsistent with this Article VII shall not adversely affect any right or protection
of a Nondirector Volunteer existing at the time of such repeal, modification, or adoption.
